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Fall 2009 issue
The Fall 2009 issue of The Idaho Librarian (TIL) went live on October 30, 2009. The issue included an editorial, six substantive articles, several news briefs, and 6 book reviews. I offered all the articles in both HTML and PDF format this time. We are averaging around 200 hits per article, with a high of around 800 for Tom Trusky’s article, and these numbers are generally split between the two format options.

Spring 2010 issue

The next issue will come out in April. Our tech and ALA columns will continue, along with whatever additional articles we can solicit. We have around ten reviews planned.

As I mentioned in my last report, Elaine Watson (the Reviews Editor) has been doing a spectacular job managing the reviews section and we’ve both been surprised by the response. It is possible that TIL’s real niche is offering reviews of Idaho- and library-related titles for the state. We’ll see how it goes.

If the ILA Board has ideas for future editorials, please let me know. We’ll start brainstorming soon for the next one.

Submissions have been low, and I encourage the Board to keep an eye out for anything that might make a likely article and pass on the details to me. I will be recruiting submissions at ILA.
