Academic and Special Libraries Division Annual Report
The Idaho Library Association 2006 Academic and Special Libraries Division Annual Meeting was held on Friday, October 6, 2006, during the ILA 2006 Annual Fall Conference at the University Inn Best Western, Moscow. Since both Nancy Young, 2005-06 Chair, and I were unable to attend the 2006 Conference, Laurie Francis, the 2006-07 Vice-Chair/Chair-Elect conducted the meeting. Although I was therefore also unable to attend the October 7, 2006, Executive Board Meeting—the first of this business year—I reported on the 2006 Division Meeting at the November 17, 2006, meeting of the Executive Board and also attended the April 20, 2007, Executive Board Meeting. I was not able to attend the January 10, 2007, meeting because of weather conditions.
The major accomplishment of the Division this year was the planning of the Division’s program at the 2007 Annual Fall Conference at the Nampa Civic Center, Wednesday, October 3-Friday, October 5, 2007. A number of ideas for workshops of interest to Division members for the 2007 Annual Fall Conference in Nampa were expressed by the thirty-eight members who attended the 2006 Division Meeting. I received a few refinements and clarifications of recommended topics, as well as a few other ideas, in response to January 24 and February 28, 2007, e-mails to the Division listserv.
Four of the ten suggestions (bibliography software, electronic-resource collection management, communication between academic librarians and teaching faculty, and cataloging of non-print media) are being covered at the 2007 Conference by a preconference, a luncheon speech, and five workshops at a cost of $1,475.66 (see accompanying spreadsheet):
