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1. As an ILA team, we met with First Lady Lori Otter and Superintendent Tom Luna to discuss the impact school libraries have on academic achievement. Sandra and Ann presented information compiled from the Scholastic’s report, School Libraries Work! 
To help prepare Idaho students for the 21st Century, we asked for a committee to develop a statewide K-16 scope and sequence (library media program) to teach ICT (Information, Communication, and Technology) literacy skills. It was recommended that teachers be required to take an ICT Literacy Skills class like the Big6 for teacher recertification. Also, asked about the possibility of requiring a statewide senior project to demonstrate proficiency of ICT literacy skills. Mrs. Otter even suggested that the senior project could be the vehicle for the K-16 scope and sequence.
The question of why K-16 and not just K-12 was asked. After the October conference, there was discussion about high school students not being prepared for college research and not being familiar with using the LiLI databases.  A K-16 scope and sequence will give us all a road map of what students need to know and what they should be able to do throughout their education. 
2. Met with Anne Abrams, Pam Juel and Norma Jean Sprouffske on Taking Students into the 21st Century in-service planned for March 9-11, 2008. Superintendent Tom Luna was scheduled to introduce the keynote speaker from the Partnership for 21st-Century Skills but now he has agreed to speak at the in-service. Anne Abrams is now trying to get First Lady Lori Otter to introduce the keynote speaker.
The American Libraries January/February 2008 issue has an excellent and timely article, “Putting Students First” by Debra Kay Logan. She references Scholastic’s report (School Libraries Work!) and the Partnership for 21st-Century Skills.
