This information should be added to the regional and annual conference manuals.  The Policies and Procedures guidelines will need to be changed so that the Vice-President will know to inform the annual and regional conference chairs that IF funds may be used to provide IF programs for the conferences.

MSC:  (Homan/Persichini) Move to direct the Membership Committee to use Pay Pal as an option for online payment for the 2008 membership fees and the 2008 annual conference.

Budget Forms (Poppino)

Budget forms were distributed so that outgoing officers will have an opportunity to discuss the budget with the incoming officers at the conference.  Budget forms must be submitted to the Treasurer by October 30, 2007.

Legislative (Hasler and Watts)

MSC:  (Shropshire/Fenske) Move to take the resolution supporting the Idaho Commission FY09 budget including the Read to Me program to the general membership at the October 5, 2007 meeting.   

The Board directs Hankins, Chair, Public Libraries Division to discuss the possible legislation authorizing library districts to save funds for the purpose of capital construction (bricks and mortar) at the Public Libraries Division meeting on October 5, 2007.  Hankins will report their responses at the October 6, 2007, Executive Board meeting.  

ILA Legislative Breakfast 

The Capital Annex will be under construction, so there is no access to the meeting rooms previously used for the ILA Breakfast.  

The options are:

1)  Schedule a snack/breakfast as we have in the past, but hold it in another building (Hoff building).  

Action Item - Watts will reserve the breakfast time slot on the legislative calendar for January 10, 2008.  If the Board decides to hold the ILA breakfast, the meeting date and time will be reserved on the legislative calendar.


2) Schedule a smaller invitation-only, full breakfast.  A breakfast is usually a hard sell, but early in the session and no “member only” cafeteria available because of the construction, it might work.  The invitation would be extended to only JFAC members, Rev and Tax, Sen Local Govt/Tax, and Leadership, approximately 47 people.  This event would include librarians visiting with the legislators, a packet and book for each legislator, and a short presentation of RTM.


3) Place a packet and book in their mailboxes and hold no breakfast.  Encourage ILA members to take their legislators to breakfast and give them their book.

More discussion will take place at the October 6, 2007, Executive Board meeting.
