· Attended National Library Legislative Day in May with Ann Joslin, State Librarian.  Prepared some material for informational packet, wrote follow-up thank-you letters.  Visited with staff members for Rep. Sali, Rep. Simpson and Sen. Craig.  Visited with Sen. Crapo.  
· Participated in conference call with School Library Task Force members in May to establish charge and initiate this group’s work. 
· Contacted participants in this year’s election and notified them of the results.

· Attended presentation of Read To Me checks by Lori Otter to three eastern Idaho libraries in July.  These were Marshall Public Library, Portneuf District Library, and Snake River District Library.  Press coverage was very good!
· With assistance of Cathy Gray, 2008 Conference Chair, consulted with and named Rena Ferguson, of Idaho Falls Public Library, as 2009 Conference Chair.
· Consulted with Cathy Gray throughout the summer regarding details of 2008 conference planning.
· Participated in conference call in September with Ann Joslin, Marj Hooper, of the ICFL and Jon Krutz, Executive Director of the Idaho State Hospice and Palliative Care Organization regarding that organization’s request that ILA and the ICFL join a statewide outreach effort to promote National Caregivers Month in November.  Sought and received the Board’s approval for such support.    Promotional materials to be forthcoming to all public, school and academic libraries.  
· Worked on recruiting committee chairs for current chairs whose terms are expiring.  Work still underway.  Committee Chairs needed:   Idaho Book Award, Intellectual Freedom, Legislative, Membership, Public Relations and Advocacy, Site Selection.
· Received solicitations and spoke with representatives from firms offering 1) site selection services and 2) online registration membership renewal services.  Will discuss at the October 1 Board meeting.
