Liz Smith briefed Superintendent of Public Instruction, Tom Luna, on the work of the ILA Task Force and the importance of developing standards for Information and Communication Technology.   Standards provide
·  Accountability

· Consistency for instruction across the state

· Guideline for Library Media Specialists

· Replace the current 8th Grade Technology Standards

· Tie in with progress evaluation at 5th grade and 8th grade as well as Senior projects

Superintendent Luna is on board with the concept.  Only reservations are resources needed to make the Scope and Sequence to support the identified standards.  The Department of Education (IdahoLive!) and ICFL (Wimba) have web-conferencing tools that can be used during the planning process.

The task force identified the following time line and next steps to keep the process moving forward:

Time Line & Next Steps
The following timeline was identified as a next step:

1. February ?? --  Schedule meeting with Superintendent Luna and First Lady Lori Otter, Dec. 2007 meeting attendees and current ILA task force to review the report and clarify next steps.  (Liz will work with Luna’s secretary)
2. March -- Schedule meeting with Department of Education Content Specialists to inform and create buy in  (Liz will coordinate and schedule)
3. March – June -- Each Task Force Committee Member takes a grade division and works with a library media specialist and teacher to draft scope and sequence for each standard (Shirley – identify media specialists and have the MS identify teachers; hold web-conferencing meetings to facilitate process; Reccomendations:  Leslie Bair & Norma Jean Sprouffske ; announce via Libidaho and Scoop)

4. Mid-June -- Initial Draft – review and prepare final draft for presentation to SBOE August meeting. (Liz will submit for the SBOE agenda.)

5. August -- Present standards with draft scope and sequence to SBOE for review and ready for presentation at 2010 Legislative Session.

6. October --  Make presentations at ILA and school divisions to inform and generate endorsements.

Other Points:

Work with IEA, ASCD, ICFL, ILA, and ICTE during the next steps.
Glynda and Pam will identify 2-3 templates for the Scope and Sequence so the committee can decide on one to use in the planning process.

The term digital citizenship might invoke more than is intended – consider “digital responsibility.”

Liz will follow-through on the State of Idaho becoming a member of the 21st Century Partnership (requires a plan and commitment) – as well as the State Department of Education promoting the use of Big6 model.
