Idaho Librarian Annual Report

An Idaho Librarian report was submitted for the November 17, 2006, meeting of the ILA Board. No reports were submitted for the January 10, 2007, and the April 7, 2007, meetings.

The Idaho Librarian is behind in publication. The November 2005 (vol. 57, no. 2) and February/May 2006 (vol. 57, no. 3/4) issues were published on Tuesday, November 14, 2006. The November 2006 (vol. 58, no. 1) issue is still in preparation.
I have not yet called together the Ad Hoc Committee to Review the Policies, Procedures, and Functions of the Publications Committee. The Committee, with the Idaho Librarian Editor as Chair, received the charge at the January 18, 2006, Board Meeting to review the focus of the Idaho Librarian, particularly vis-à-vis the ILA Web site and the LIBIDAHO listserv, and to review the function of the Publications Committee in assisting the Editor with the Idaho Librarian, with an eye toward re-establishing the Committee.
Negotiations with the H.W. Wilson Company to index the Idaho Librarian in the paper index Library Literature & Information Science and to both index and provide full-text access to it in the database Library Literature & Information Science Full Text will be postponed until a decision is made regarding the future of the Idaho Librarian.
I received e-mails on March 16 and April 17, 2007, from LaDonne Delgado, Professor and Coordinator of Government Documents, Microforms, and Current Journals, from the Mitchell Memorial Library, Mississippi State University, Mississippi State, MS, concerning Directory of Publishing Opportunities in Library Science to be written by Delgado and an MSU colleague Deborah Lee and published by Haworth Press. I submitted the details regarding the Idaho Librarian on April 25, 2007 (see accompanying Word document), for publication in the directory.
Also, arrangements were made this summer at Idaho State University to begin digitizing the older issues of the Idaho Librarian (vol. 1, no. 1 [April 1945]-vol. 50, no. 2 [April 1998]). The project, however, requires a scanner, software, and student help. I would therefore like to apply for an LSTA grant in the next year to accomplish this. Thereafter, I will make arrangements for distribution of the extra paper issues to libraries that wish to fill gaps in their collections.
