Use of PDF Implemented

The use of PDF (Portable Document Format) files has been instituted on the ILA web
site. PDFs have become ubiquitous on the web. The Adobe Reader needed to download
and view PDF files is free, and a link to the Adobe download page is placed on every
ILA page that links to a PDF. PDF files benefit the ILA web site by allowing the web
master to quickly post documents received in file formats such as MS Word or Publisher
in a universal format that preserves the look of the original.

On the whole, the use of PDFs has been successful. Some individuals have experienced
difficulties with specific files, but workaround solutions have been implemented in these
cases. PDF files take longer to download than HTML files, but since PDFs are not used
for navigable pages but instead for end documents such as meeting minutes and
scholarship applications, the impact of these download times is minimal.

Users of the ILA web site seem to have accepted the format. No complaints have been
heard. Time permitting, a short survey of two to three questions addressing the issue of
PDF use on the web site may be instituted to gather feedback.
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
